Criteria for scholarship consideration:

. The applicant must be a current piano student.

. The applicant must be at least 10 years of age.

. A recommendation from the student's piano teacher is required.

The audition may be made on the piano. The audition shall include two pieces (one from memory).

. Scholarship recipients are expected to continue their piano lessons, in addition to studying organ.

Initially, the scholarship will subsidize half of the organ teacher’s fee for one semester, not

to exceed 12 lessons.

7. The organ teacher will evaluate the student’s progress and report at least once a semester to the scholarship
committee. The scholarship may be renewed or revoked upon the recommendation of the organ teacher.

8. A maximum suggested fee per lesson is $40.00 per hour: $20.00 from the Guild and $20 from the student.

9. The designated organ teacher shall be a member of the AGO and be approved by the Scholarship Committee.

10. The student will be given an opportunity to play at an AGO event after successfully learning organ pieces.
